The third and final installment of Cindy Lynch’s Bye For Now trilogy is finally making its way to bookshelves. The Lightning Tree wraps up the dramatic lives of characters Callie and Maddie as they survive through hardships and attempt to face and battle their struggles. As an author, Lynch herself claims she pulls images from her past and weaves them into the fabric that upholds the background of the “Bye For Now” novels.
The Lightning Tree features a main focus on character Callie as she makes one careless move at work that alters the course of the rest of her life. She finds balancing this mistake on top of her usual work, family, and friendship difficulties to be one of the most monumental challenges yet—how can she pull the pieces of her life back together again?

Now, enter Maddie, a girl who is no stranger to struggles. She is a survivor of both addiction and abusive relationships and in watching Callie suffer, she becomes afraid of spiraling back into her old habits herself. Maddie has to question whether she has what it takes to really be there for Callie as much as Callie needs her to be. 

With each hardship coming after the next in The Lightning Tree, Callie is forced to face her brother’s family drama, the emotional battles she witnesses with her art therapy patients, and the ebb and flow of her budding love life. And with each experience, she must open her mind up to the key of finding light within the darkness. With the help of family and friends, she discovers a maze that gives her feelings close to magic. 
The Lightning Tree surrounds Callie’s personal discovery when she finally has a chance to open her mind up to the present moment within the safe space that the labyrinth has given her. Under the “Lightning Tree” itself, she looks for a healing of the mind, body, and soul that will wash the worry away. But yet the same question always arises for her: will this healing tree really help her to the extent that she needs it to?

CINDY LYNCH has lived in many places, but the hometown closest to her heart is Newtown, Connecticut. She grew up there and made incredible memories throughout her high school and college years. Some of those memories took place on Lake Cami in Franklin, Vermont, where she initially had the idea of writing a memoir of her memories on the lake. She never had the time to write the memoir, but finally picked the pen up once the tragic Sandy Hook shootings both devastated and resonated with Cindy. She felt she couldn’t ignore her strong feelings after the tragedy and decided to connect her memories into the fictional story that inspired her Bye For Now trilogy.
Cindy now lives in Chesterfield, Missouri with her husband, John, and her three sons, Jack, Ian, and Michael. When she’s not writing, editing, or thinking up new plot lines, she enjoys running, biking, swimming, and spending time with her family.
